Participation and Effort Grade


Your daily performance will have a cumulative affect on your grade in this course.  Your ability to stay on task, follow directions, and follow classroom and safety rules is critical to this grade.  You will earn between 0-20 points per week based upon how hard you work and how you act in class.  Grades will be posted each week, and you can view your grade by looking for your student ID number.  I encourage you to keep a record of your grade each week on the weekly participation and effort grade sheet that I have provided.  Doing this will ensure that you have knowledge of your grade throughout the semester.


Each of you will begin the week with 16 out of 20 points (the grade of average behavior, effort, and performance).  You will earn points daily for demonstrating excellence in effort and participation.  You will lose points from your weekly average for unacceptable behaviors.  You can also improve your weekly average by earning bonus points.  For example you can earn extra credit points if you donate used magazines for use in the art classes.

Absences:  If you have an excused absence, I expect you to make up all of the work missed from that class within one week so that you will not lose any participation points.  It is your responsibility to see me or another classmate for missed work, including tests and quizzes.  If you do not makeup the missed assignments they will automatically turn into a zero.  Any long-term absences can be worked out on an individual basis.  


Learning independent working skills, listening skills, taking responsibility for assignments and materials, staying on the appropriate task, attending regularly, and arriving on-time all have a direct relationship to your success and good grades in this class.  They are also important skills for you to acquire in order to be successful in any classroom or on any job.  You are accountable for your actions each day and effort and participation each day will result in a better grade at the end of each term.
