Your sketchbook journal will be an important resource throughout this course.  You should bring your journal to class everyday with a pencil.  It will be a place for you to practice drawing on your own and to complete the following activities in class:

· Take art history notes for quizzes and tests

· Write down the goals and procedures for each assignment

· Take notes during demonstrations

· Practice and master techniques before beginning each project

· Critique and analyze your artwork and the work of others

· Gather ideas and inspiration to inform your studio work 

· Reflect on your artistic growth throughout the class

Your sketchbook journal should be at least 8 ½” x 11” and contain blank pages for sketching.  You can also create your own journal out of a 3 ring binder and fill it with both blank paper for sketching and lined paper for notes.  This would be beneficial for students who have trouble taking notes on paper without lines.  Try to find a sketchbook with pockets to hold loose papers or buy an extra folder to keep with it.  You must have something that will serve as a folder for this class.  

All entries into your sketchbook journal should be neat and legible.  If I have trouble reading your entries you will not receive credit for them.  You are welcome to type any assignments during your own free time.  Entries must be made in the following format to receive full credit:

Your sketchbook journal grade is based completely on the amount of time and effort you invest in completing assignments and drawing in your own free time. Putting effort into your sketchbook everyday will help with your success in this class and with your progress as an artist.  It will inspire your work and improve your skills.
