Classroom Camera Use Guidelines

1. Anyone operating a camera for any reason must sign it out on the camera sign out sheet.

2. Check the camera for loss or damage BEFORE you sign it out.

3. Students must sign out their own camera.  You cannot send a friend to do it for you.

4. Once a camera is signed out, the student who signed out the camera is responsible for anything that happens to it (lost, stolen, damaged, etc.)

5. The cost of any replacements or repairs is the responsibility of the student who signed out the camera.

6. Do not let anyone else operate a camera that you have signed out.  

7. Do not operate school cameras during other class periods.

8. Do not disrupt any classes with the use of the camera.

9. When the class goes outside to take pictures there is no talking in the hallways.  The class MUST stay together as a group.

10. You may not open or go in any vehicles during class time.

11. All photos taken with the camera must be school appropriate.

12. You may only take photos during class time under the supervision of the instructor.  

13. Do not take the camera anywhere that it might get damaged:  

14. Do not leave the camera in a vehicle or an unlocked locker. 

15. Do not expose the camera to moisture or extreme temperatures.
16. Download images from camera as soon as possible.

17. Any pictures left on the camera may be deleted at any time.
18. Check the camera for damage before signing back in.

19. Check that all camera accessories are present in the case.

20. Sign the camera back in WITH the instructor.

21. If you take a camera overnight, it must be signed in between 7:30 and 7:40am.  If you do not sign it in during this time, you will lose camera sign-out privileges.
