6. An eyelevel viewpoint.

7. 3 photos of the same subject in the same position with 3 different backgrounds.

8. A subject with a distracting background.

9. The same subject with a simplified background.

10. A photo taken in the landscape position.

11.  A photo taken in the portrait position.

12.  A photo with a crooked horizon.

13.  A photo with a straight horizon.

14.  A photo with crooked lines.

15.  A photo with straight lines.

16.  A photo with the subject placed using the rule of thirds.

17.  A landscape using the rule of thirds.

18.  A photo with strong diagonals.
