Course Description:

The first course in video production emphasizes the basic principles of video production.  Students are taught the fundamentals of using video equipment, film editing, and creating media that captures an idea or story.  As an introductory course, Video Production allows students the opportunity to experience the essentials of using audio and video to communicate.  Students will use: Mac OS X, Imovie, digital formats, knowledge of equipment maintenance and use.  Camera techniques, lighting, audio, and studio production will be covered along with basic editing procedures and computer assisted process.  There will be an academic component to the class, which will include but not be limited to communication skills, media literacy, and technology.  This is obviously a hands on course but research, reports, projects, and testing are all part of the picture.

Texts/Materials:
